Counting them all out –and counting them all back again.
10 Golden Rules for Helpers and Officials!
Make sure that…..
1. …any Start boxes and Check boxes used during the event are cleared before the event begins.
2. …a Course Closes time is included in the OCAD file, so that it appears on each Control Description sheet.
3. …any Start boxes and Check boxes used in the event are returned directly to the SI team, once everyone has started (and not mixed up with others which may not have been used during the event!)
4. …registration forms are completed fully for all competitors, so that, should someone go missing, the form includes their car registration and their mobile phone number.
5. …the information on the registration form is legible, so that you can read it at a later time if the writer is not standing next to you.
6. …everyone who goes through the start uses a Check box (including early and late starters).
7. …dibber numbers are recorded accurately on the registration form.
8. … the registration form lists how many children and adults are running on that dibber, where it is a group, not just the age of one of the children.
9.   …there is someone at hand on registration to guide obviously over ambitious competitors to a more suitable course.
10.  …this is left deliberately blank for you to add your own golden rule!
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
