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2. ℹ️ INTRODUCTION 

DEVON Orienteering use SPORTident equipment and software for timing competitors. 

Competitors take an Si-card (dibber) with them around their course, punching the Si sta-

tions posted at each control site. The recorded information is downloaded via USB Si sta-

tions onto laptop(s) running the SiTiming software, allowing us to: confirm course comple-

tion, share overall and split times, and inform when it is safe to close the courses. 

This document is a ‘How To’ for looking after the SiTiming aspects of a DEVON orienteering 

event. 

2.1    VOLUNTEER ROLES 

• Timing Coordinator 

o Looks after club Timing concerns between events. 

o No event responsibilities (but may volunteer to be a Lead or Helper). 

o As of 2022-10-12: Martin Yeo. 

• Timing Lead 

o Responsible for everything in this document. 

o A role with pre- and post-event responsibilities – like Organiser/Planner – re-

quires a similar level of experience/support to perform. 

o The Fixtures Secretary is responsible for finding Timing Leads for events. 

• Timing Helpers 

o Help on the day with the basic tasks. 

o This role can be performed by anyone comfortable with computers and armed 

with the basic instructions (page 4, page 17), with just 5-10mins introduction. 

o Need 1 helper if just managing download (i.e. a pre-entry event), 2 helpers if 

managing registration too, more for large events. 

o The Event Organiser is responsible for finding Timing Helpers for their event. 
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3. 🔤 THE BASICS 

Different laptops: 

• Primary laptop – essential – holds the SiTiming database for the event. 

• Extra laptop(s) – optional – connect to the Primary. 

Once connected, any laptop can perform any of the roles described in this document. 

Each of our laptops has a name, e.g. DEVON8. Login key = the laptop name. 

3.1    OPEN SITIMING 

Shortcuts are on the desktop, the taskbar, or in the start menu. 

 

Make sure you select the database for the Primary laptop. 

3.1.1 OPEN MULTIPLE WINDOWS 

•    Encouraged – so you can ‘keep your place’ while taking care of something else. 

• Use the same shortcuts as before. 

If clicking the taskbar: remember to shift-click. 

•    Careful: two windows cannot share a printer / Si station. 

•    Careful: check what a window is doing before you close it. 

E.g. might be running backups / publishing results.

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4.2.1.1 HOW MANY LAPTOPS 

• Small events (<40 starters): 1 laptop. 

• Typical events (~100 starters): 

o Download only (i.e. pre-entry, with a few entry-on-day): 1 laptop. 

o Registration AND Download: 2 laptops. 

• Big events (e.g. Caddihoe, JK): >2 laptops, at least one for admin only. 

4.2.1.2 WHICH LAPTOPS 

The better performing laptops have the Primary label – try to use one of these as your Pri-

mary for the event. 

4.3   PASSWORDS 

Request from any club committee member (they have access to a shared KeePass data-

base) ahead of time: 

1. Si-card online archive. 

For getting the latest Si-card database. 

2. The Si laptops’ Microsoft account (devon_si@outlook.com). 

Needed if troubleshooting a laptop. 

3. The SiTiming databases. 

Needed if adding a missing database connection. 

4. The website live results login (latest-results@devonorienteering.co.uk). 

Needed if publishing live results to the website. 

4.4        SITIMING SET UP 

All DEVON Si laptops should already have SiTiming installed and have databases set up. 

Speak to the club SPORTident Coordinator if not. 

For all the following, you only need the Primary laptop.

5. Expect some import errors! Take your time     . 

a. Editing the file and trying again is often the easiest fix. 

b. Consider clearing a column if the contents aren’t important within SiTiming 

e.g. start time preference. 

c. Typical issues with Racesignup exports: 

i. Start time info can be deleted if the event is a punching start. 

ii. “Not listed” clubs need replacing with “IND” .

Check everything works as expected with at least three days’ warning.

b. Take these same Si-cards through the download steps on page 21. 

Expect errors as they will not contain the right punches – it is better practice!

1. Once entries have closed: do a final pre-entry import, validation, Si-card allocation.

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5.2     BATTERIES 

Power adapters are labelled for their respective laptops and voltage requirements. 

   Make sure the correct voltage is set – confirmed when a   symbol is on the display. 

Keep an eye on laptop battery levels, swapping the backup battery between laptops as 

needed. 

Do not use unnecessary power: 

• Turn off Wi-Fi if not using. 

• ‘Sleep’ any laptops that will not be needed for a while. 

• Check Windows > Settings > System > Power & sleep for sensible settings that do not 

waste power. 

• Set appropriate laptop screen brightness – look for the   symbols on the keyboard.

• Number Not Found – search the Archive for this entrant’s details. If any of the results 

look like a match for this entrant: use the BOF number to correct today’s entry. 

o Spotted ahead of event? Add a Registration Note requesting the entrant up-

dates their details on the SPORTident UK website. 

• Duplicate Number 

o If the duplication is obviously the same person on a second run: mark the sec-

ond run as non-competitive. 

o If the duplication does not look like a second run: search the Archive using 

each entrant’s details. If either search produces a matching result with a differ-

ent BOF number: use that number to correct today’s entry. 

• Name Wrong or Club Wrong – search the Archive for this BOF number, compare with 

BOF’s official information using this URL with the correct number at the end:

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o Correct the entry if appropriate. 

o Spotted ahead of event? If the Archive is wrong: add a Registration Note re-

questing the entrant updates their details on the SPORTident UK website. 

• Found Name in Archive – search the Archive for this name. If any of the results look 

like a match for this entrant: add the BOF number to today’s entry. 
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7.1.3 UNCLASSIFIED REPORT 

 

 

Any download with majority mis-punches might be assigned to the wrong course. See page 

38 for further instructions. 

If the same code – the number in brackets – shows up in multiple downloads, this could be 

evidence of a faulty station. See page 41 for further instructions. 
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7.2       EXPORTING RESULTS

   Mark as ‘Final’ once all validation is complete and all protests are resolved.

Publish as soon as possible after the event.

8.2.1 DID NOT CLEAR 

• Evidence: no controls beeping, download contains punches from a different day. 

• Action: none, disqualification stands. 

8.2.2 RAN WRONG COURSE 

• Evidence: carrying a different map to the entered course. 

• Action: edit entry, choosing correct course. 

8.2.3 FULL SI-CARD 

• Lowest Si-card capacity = 30 punches. 

• Certain Si-cards record a few more without times – those do not count as missed. 

• Evidence: missed block at end of course (e.g. m31-36), controls stopped beeping. 

• Action: page 40 for details (handling missed controls). 

8.2.4 RAN IN WRONG ORDER 

• Evidence: complete list of punches, two controls marked as ‘wrong’ (e.g. w12). 

• Action: none, disqualification stands (BOF rules 7.8). 
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8.2.5 STATION MALFUNCTIONING 

• Evidence: same mis-punch for multiple competitors. 

• Action: page 41 for details. 

8.2.6 DID NOT PUNCH A CONTROL 

• Evidence: incomplete list of punches, gaps marked as ‘missing’ (e.g. m12). 

• Action: page 40 for details. 

8.2.7 DID NOT REGISTER 

• Evidence: only the new entry exists when you search for this person. 

• Action: take through registration and fill in their details on the new entry. 

8.2.8 RAN WITH WRONG SI-CARD 

• Evidence: duplicate entries now exist when you search for this person. 

• Action: 

o Copy the details from the original to the new entry. 

o Delete the original entry (the one without a run attached). 

o    Multi-day events: correct the Si-card number for upcoming days. 
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8.3   HANDLING MISSED CONTROLS 

• BOF rules 7.8 

• Level B events & above: 

o Individual missed controls: require backup pin punch as proof. 

o Block of missed controls: disqualification stands. 

(Backup pin punches are no evidence of order). 

• Level C events & below: 

o Organiser’s discretion. 

o BOF encourage consistency with the Level B rules. 

o … but might consider eye-witness statements, for example. 

• Si stations beep and flash when correctly punched. 

• Do not entertain claims of one-off glitches – a station either does not fail, or it fails 

for multiple competitors. 

• Known SPORTident bug: 

o Station records successful punch, beeps, flashes, but not recorded in Si-card. 

o Confirming requires reading station memory (page 24). 

This does not work for SiAC punches. 

o Frequency unclear but guaranteed less than 1 in 100k punches. 

o Entrant should lodge a complaint with the Organiser and leave you alone!

8.4.1 CONFIRMING A FAULTY STATION 

 

Check for repeat offender controls (the code in brackets) on the Unclassified Report. 

8.4.2 ACTIONING A FAULTY STATION 

 

BOF rules 7.7.3 encourage station replacement wherever possible. 

1. Inform the Planner. 

Take note of the new station code if they are replacing. 

2. Replacing a station: 

a. Add the replacement code: 
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    8.5 🚫 Voiding a leg 

b. Usually keep the original too unless it has been moved/swapped. 

c. Save 

d. Disregard relevant mis-punches as competitors come in (page 40). 

3. Not replacing: 

a. Organiser’s discretion about further actions. 

b. Potential options: 

i. Make the control Optional. 

 
ii. Could void legs including this control (page 42). 

4. Make the Organiser, Planner and Controller aware of the actions taken. 

5. Further actions for the officials to consider (e.g. voiding a course): BOF rules 7.9, 7.10. 

6. Ensure the club Timing Coordinator finds out (e.g. write a note). 

8.5    VOIDING A LEG 

E.g. faulty control, locked gate, disputed mapping.

A problem with the underlying SQL Server – it may not be running on the Primary laptop, or 

a firewall may be blocking communication. The official user guide covers these problems in

8.6.3 CONNECTION WAS WORKING, BUT HAS NOW STOPPED 

Check the connection between laptops. Unplug and re-plug ethernet cables.

(Otherwise you will be configuring the USB station instead).
