Use of DropBox
We use Dropbox as a sort of private website, where membership is by invitation only, like a Gentlemen’s Club.
I keep a copy of the Devon OC Fixture List on it, with three extra columns for the SI Team, entitled SI Team Leader and SI Assist, SI Assist.
Each event has an SI Team Leader for the day, and normally a two-shift system operates with two people on the first shift and one on the second. Using Dropbox enables people to volunteer for these tasks, just by opening the file and writing their name in the appropriate box. Theoretically I need do nothing to find volunteers!
